AUDIO SYSTEMS:

We do have some sound in house. It is mostly suitable for a small band or solo and duo acts. It includes a stereo main speaker system. We also have 2 EV-15P self powered speakers that can also be monitors. Mixing Console is a Soundcraft GB-8. It has 32 mono inputs and 4 stereo.  Please contact Al about the use of house audio equipment.

LIGHTING SYSTEM:

65 Stage lighting fixtures. Hung on 3 Electrics and Booms out front to cover apron and wash the stage.

STAGE SIZE:
Proscenium Opening:   32’ wide by 14’-6” high
Depth:  17’- 6” from fire curtain to full stage black curtain

There is an apron, about 4’-6” deep at the proscenium opening. Total depth is 22’. However there is also a fire curtain at the upstage side of the proscenium wall. The path for that must be kept clear by fire code.
Proscenium wall is 18” thick, leaving about 4’ wide by 3’ deep to stack speakers in corners. This means that most sound systems when stacked will intrude into the opening about 2’. Thus narrowing the proscenium opening to about 28’
WING SPACE: approximately 12’ by 12’

The area behind the full stage curtain is used for storage of the house audio system and house drum riser.

DRUM RISER:

4- 3’- 4” by 4’ cubes to form riser that is 6’-8” by 8’

DRESSING ROOMS:

1-
Dressing Room;  15’ wide by 9’ deep. Bathroom partition in corner. 6’-6”  wide by 3’-6” deep
1-Dressing Room;  14’ wide by 9’ deep. Bathroom Partition in corner. 5’ wide by 3’-6” deep

1-Production Office next to Dressing Rooms; 9’ wide by 9’ deep with work counter on right side. Strip above mirror with lights and plugs that are switched. Doubles as a dressing room on events that are more theatre oriented.

COMMUNICATION:

Phone line into and out of Production Office: 608-241-3385.  This is through the building phone system. No long distance.

Direct line out: 608-241-3220. This is suitable for fax. No long distance access.

Wired broadband internet in production office. Also wireless access.

PARKING:

Parking is behind the building. Access is from Corscot Court or Rusk Street. There are parking islands along Corscot Court which make access for long vehicles a bit challenging. However, this is the best for vehicles to get in. The lot will need to blocked off the night before. Busses with trailers and Semi’s will need to come in between the building and the utility pole, and make a wide swing to turn around. This will need to be done to get the trailer doors at the same end of the lot as the loading doors. Please contact Al in advance if you have questions about the parking.

We are located in a residential neighborhood, and have many complaints about vehicles running. We ask that all busses and trucks please leave shortly after load out is completed. We will be happy to provide shore power for busses whenever possible. We have two 50 amp, 4 wire, connector for shore power.  Driver can just unplug at the end of the night. Additional busses will need a tail to connect into breaker by house electrician.  
SHORE POWER:

2-
60 amp single phase double pole breakers. 208 volts.
DIRECTIONS:

From the south, Chicago:

You will be on I-39/90 coming into Madison.

Merge onto WI-30 via exit 138B on the left, travel for 3.0 miles.

Merge onto US-151 South/ E. Washington Ave towards the State capitol. Travel about 1.2 miles.

Turn left onto First Street.

Turn left onto Winnebago at the lights.

Turn right onto Atwood at the lights.

Ahead on the left will be the Barrymore, you will see the large green dome.

Just past the Barrymore, turn left onto Corscot  Ct.

Drive up between the building and utility pole, and turn around so the cargo doors are at the top of the ramp going down to the large double doors. Park parallel to the back of the building.
From the north, Minneapolis:
You will be on I-39/90/94 coming into Madison.

Take the 135A-B exit to the 135A exit, Madison/E.Washington Ave./US-151 South.

Merge onto E. Washington Avenue/US-151S.

Travel about 2 miles.

Turn left onto First Street.

Turn left onto Winnebago at the lights.

Turn right onto Atwood at the lights.

Ahead on the left is the Barrymore, you will see the large green dome.

Just past the Barrymore, turn left onto Corscot Ct.

Drive up between the building and utility pole, and turn around so the cargo doors are at the top of the ramp going down to the large double doors. Park parallel to the back of the building.
From the east, Milwaukee:
You will be on I-94 W towards Madison.

Merge onto WI-30 W via exit 240 on the Left toward Madison.

Merge onto US 151 S/ E. Washington Ave toward State Capitol.

Travel about 1.2 miles.

Turn left onto First St.

Turn left onto Winnebago at the lights.

Turn right onto Atwood at the lights.

Ahead on the left is the Barrymore, you will see the large green dome.

Just past the Barrymore, turn left onto Corscot Ct.

Drive up between the building and the utility pole, and turn around so the cargo doors are at the top of ramp going down to the large double doors. Park parallel to the back of the building.
From the west, Dubuque:

You will be on US-151 N coming into Madison.

Merge onto US-12 E / US-18 E/ W Beltline Hwy.

Take the Rimrock Rd exit- Exit 262.

Turn Left onto John Nolen Dr. (end of Rimrock road).

Travel 2.4 miles.

Just past Monona Terrace Convention center, turn slightly left onto S Blair St. You will be staying on US 151 N.

Turn right onto East Washington Avenue / US 151 N.
Travel for 1.4 miles.

Turn right onto First St.

Turn left onto Winnebago, at the lights.

Turn right onto Atwood avenue, at the lights.

Ahead on the left is the Barrymore, you will see the large green dome.

Just past the Barrymore, turn left onto Corscot Ct.

Drive up between the building and the utility pole, and turn around so the cargo doors are at the top of the ramp going down to the large double doors. Park parallel to the back of the building.
